¶ In June, 2009, the foundation 

was also gifted $6000 from the 

annual ñJerry Parins Cruise for 

Cancerò motorcycle ride, bringing 

that organizationôs total contribu-

tions to ROH into five digits.  

 

Two:   Making Chili  

For six years, The Unity of 

Friends, a.k.a. ñThe Pink Ladiesò, 

have been hosting a sort of winter 

picnic tagged ñThe Chili 

Dumpò.  This undertaking features 

not only one hundred gallons of 

donated chili, but games, raffles, 

fireworks, magicians, and scores 

of volunteers.  The ROH Founda-

tion was the recipient of this 

yearôs effortsé$17,000!
